The Faculty of Law is seeking a student—from any programme (Bachelor’s, Master’s, or Ph.D.) and
any year of study—to become the second student in its history to spend a full academic year at the
prestigious University of Nebraska-Lincoln. The selected student will travel thanks to the support of
Palacky University and the Robitschek Foundation and will become a recipient of the prestigious
Robitschek Scholarship.

The scholarship recipient will be chosen through a two-round selection process organized in
cooperation with the International Office of the Faculty of Law. “It is awarded to talented and
determined students who demonstrate excellent academic performance and strong motivation to
study abroad. This is an exceptional opportunity that we have successfully negotiated, and one that
may not come again. I believe there are many strong candidates among our students,” said Martin
Faix, Vice-Dean for International Affairs at the Faculty of Law. The selected student will spend two
semesters at the American university as part of an exchange stay, with only minimal personal
expenses.

The first-ever student from the Faculty of Law to be awarded the Robitschek Scholarship is Nikol
Dolezalova, who has been studying in Nebraska since August this year.
