Zucastnili se ho zastupci
Centra boje proti terorismu a specialni kriminélni sluzby madarské policie, Statniho uradu pro
jadernou bezpecnost, Hasi¢ského zachranného sboru CR, Statniho tstavu radiaéni ochrany, Statniho
tistavu jaderné, chemické a biologické ochrany a Centra vyzkumu Re?Z.

Tato aktivita vychézi z dlouhodobé spoluprace mezi Ceskou republikou a Spojenymi stéty
americkymi na zékladé Memoranda o porozuméni mezi Ministerstvem vnitra CR a Ministerstvem
energetiky USA z r. 2012, které je zamérené na spolupraci pri prevenci pred nelegalnim
obchodovanim s jadernymi a jinymi radioaktivnimi materialy. Podstatnou soucasti programu je
poskytnuti potrebného vybaveni a podpora jeho dlouhodobé udrzitelnosti, kam patti i Skoleni a
vycvik obsluhujiciho personalu pri plnéni tikola nejruznéjsiho charakteru.

English version

From 15 to 19 May 2023, the team of the National Counter Terrorism, Extremism and Cybercrime
Agency provided practical training in conducting covert operations aimed at detecting nuclear and
radioactive material. The training with international participation took place at the police school in
Brno under the guidance of the U.S. Department of Energy’s National Nuclear Security
Administration. It was attended by representatives of the Centre for Combating Terrorism and the
Special Criminal Service of the Hungarian Police, the Czech State Office for Nuclear Safety, the Fire
Rescue Service of the Czech Republic, the Czech State Institute of Radiation Protection, the Czech
State Institute for Nuclear, Chemical and Biological Protection, and the Czech Research Centre Rez.

This activity is based on the Czech Republic’s long-term partnership with the United States of
America on the basis of a Memorandum of Understanding between the Ministry of Interior of the
Czech Republic and the U.S. Department of Energy of 2012, which focuses on cooperation in
preventing illicit trafficking in nuclear and other radioactive material. The partnership facilitates
sustainable capacity development, including the training of service personnel, in the Czech Republic
to counter nuclear smuggling.
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
