This will be crucial to protect the civilian population of Iran and ensure security in the region. It can
avert a severe global energy crisis.

We support these diplomatic efforts. To this end, we are in close contact with the United States and
other partners.

We call upon all sides to implement the ceasefire, including in Lebanon.
Our Governments will contribute to ensuring freedom of navigation in the Strait of Hormuz.
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
