Under
the ‘Foxtrot’ programme, this company is responsible for the new military radios.

The first units have already been delivered. Both parties signed the strategic partner agreement last
week.

HNLMS Groningen recently took over the task of RNLN guard ship in the Caribbean from HNLMS
Friesland. In the coming months, the Groningen will be deployed for various maritime security tasks
at sea.
